TOWN HALL RECAP

ack in March, the Museum District Association held our 2022 Spring Town
Hall at Temple Beth-el—our first since the pandemic began. After two years
of mostly virtual events, it was great to convene with MDA members and

neighbors.

Attendees first heard from M5. MARITZA MERCADO PECHIN, the Deputy Director of
the Office of Equitable Development. Ms. Pechin presented on the city’s master
plan, Richmond 300: A Guide for Growth. MR. RIGH SAUNDERS, the former secretary
to the city’s Planning Commission, also spoke to attendees about Richmond’s Special
Use Permit (SUP) process. His presentation was timely, as the MDA has received a
large number of SUP applications upon which the city asks us to provide comments.

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ATELIER OWENS:
ADDING SPARKLETD
THE MUSEUM DISTRICT

t was kind of a hobby, is really how it started, and
then I just couldn't stay away. There was just nothing
in my life I've ever had so much focus for.”

This is how Nathaniel Owens, owner of Atelier Owens
on N. Sheppard St., describes his journey from high school art
class to full-time jewelry maker.

Raised in Madison, Virginia, Owens attended
high school in Charlottesville where he
excelled in the areas of math and science,
leading him to study mechanical engineering
at Colorado State University. But the pull of
his creative side was too strong. A summer
internship at a jeweler in Charlottesville led
to an apprenticeship with his mentor,
jewelry artist Jason McLeod. And that

eventually led to his decision to pursue
jewelry making full time.

Owens made the jump in late 2019, applying to juried art
shows that were unfortunately sidelined by the pandemic in
2020. But Owens was driven to succeed. He used the time to
hone his craft, working for other jewelers in Richmond, until
October 2021 when he signed the lease at 707 N. Sheppard.
He described the space as perfect for him. “I could see a
vision,” he said.

And he was right. The space is inviting, decorated with shades
of purple and lots of natural light to showcase the variety of
jewelry on display.

In addition to his designs on sale for walk-in customers, Owens
describes his work in three categories. Bespoke, meaning any
custom work, any design a customer wants created. Bridal,
meaning primarily custom engagement rings. And broken
bijoux, meaning repairs of anything gold, silver or platinum.

And he has found that some of the most meaningful work can
arise out of repairs, which “keep sentimental things alive.”

“I do a lot of taking heirloom stones—mom’s, grandmom’s old
jewelry that’s sitting in the jewelry box—and redesigning that
into something that you actually wear,” he said. “Always with a

piece of jewelry, youre hopefully creating something sentimental
even if it’s a new piece, but if you have the history there it makes
it extra special.”

Owens likes being in the Museum District for its walkability,
the variety of shops and eateries, and because, as he says, “there
are all sorts of things around every corner.”

His long-term vision is to contin-
ue to expand his customer base
and his name recognition as a
jeweler. He likes being part

of a community like Rich-
mond where “it’s about growing
connections.” And as it turns out,
the Museum District is just perfect
for that.

place to live for its sense of community, character
and beautiful homes.

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In the “70s and ‘80s, the district saw some infill buildings and
development projects that did not match the unique architec-
tural fabric already existing within the neighborhood. So, in
1994, the then West of the Boulevard Association began taking
steps to have our neighborhood designated as a Design Overlay
District in order to proactively reduce the risk of future
non-compatible building developments. 7he West of the
Boulevard Design Overlay District Guidelines were adopted by
Richmond City Planning Commission in 1996.

WHATISA
DESIGN OVERLAY DISTRICT?

According to the Richmond City Code of Ordinances,

the purpose of creating a design overlay district is to protect
developed areas characterized by uniqueness of established
neighborhood character, architectural coherence and
harmony, or vulnerability to deterioration. Guidelines are
created for the:

M Protection of existing architectural composition and
styles as well as neighborhood scale and character.

B Compatibility of new construction with the existing
scale and character of surrounding properties.

M Preservation of streetscapes, open spaces and natural
features.

HOWDID IT COME ABOUT?

In the spring of 1994, the then West of the Boulevard Civic
Association directed its Zoning & Land Use Committee to
apply to become a Design Overlay District, following the
granting of the National Register Historic Designation. The
proposal was created entirely by neighborhood volunteers, and
residents and property owners were given opportunities to
express their views and contribute to the planning process.
Multiple exhibits, presentations and information meetings
were held, and a survey was distributed to 5,000 residents. An
application was submitted to the city, the design guidelines
were reviewed by the Urban Design Committee and ultimately
adopted by resolution of the Planning Commission in December
1996. To date, our neighborhood is the only one designated as
a design overlay district in Richmond.

WHAT ARE THE GUIDELINES?

There are nine prominent street fagade building features
which most effectively characterize and define our
neighborhood, and the guidelines call for new construc-
tion to match that of existing neighboring contributing
dwellings. The nine features are:

M Height of Cornice

M Width of Building

B Front Setback Roof Form

M Building Material Fenestrations

M First Floor Elevation (height above ground)
B Front Door

B Front Porch

These guidelines attempt to distinguish the most prominent
aspect found of each feature. For each guideline, there may
be an existing exception. The goal of the guidelines is to
define the characteristics based on the majority of buildings
but to be specific to neighboring structures in order to
preserve the cohesiveness of the neighborhood.

HOW ARE THE GUIDELINES USED?

The Design Overlay District Guidelines are intended to guide
the distinguishing architectural elements of new construction.
By following these guidelines, new construction can fit
harmoniously within the existing context and maintain the
integrity of the entire district.

The MDA’s Zoning & Land Use Committee refers to these
guidelines when working with developers looking to build. All
new construction building plans for projects within the Museum
District are reviewed by the City of Richmond Urban Design
Committee for conformance with the adopted design guidelines.

WHAT’S NEXT?

The original Design Overlay District Guidelines only apply to
new single-family dwelling construction. With the increase in
new projects that do not qualify as single-family, the MDA
Zoning & Land Use Committee—with the help of a graduate
from UVA’s Master of Architectural History program—is in
the process of drafting an updated proposal for our District’s
guidelines to include multi-family dwellings, commercial prop-
erties and alley infill developments. There will be opportunities
for neighborhood input in the months to come before the
updated guidelines are presented to the city planning commission.

here are few neighborhoods in Richmond where it
is easier, or even possible, to live car-lite (typically
defined as having one car, which is minimally used,
per household) or car-free than the Museum District.
While it is not practical or feasible for some to adopt this
minimalist approach—job location and health issues can be
two major obstacles—our neighborhood provides the necessities
for many of us to do just that. In fact, I was able to get rid of
my personal vehicle five years ago thanks in large part to the
abundance of nearby resources the Museum District offers.

Located within the Museum District are grocery stores,
schools, countless markets and corner stores, green space,
restaurants, healthcare options and places of worship. Not to
mention two world-class museums on Arthur Ashe Blvd. and
all that Carytown has to offer. All of these spots are connected
by a comparatively robust sidewalk network and a local street
network that is suitable for biking. We are also serviced by six
bus lines, which provide access to major job and entertainment
centers such as Downtown, Libbie Grove, Willow Lawn and
even Short Pump. These are amenities most neighborhoods

dream of. And the rise in popularity of working from home
makes going car-lite or car-free in the Museum District more

practical than ever.

The convenience of being able to hop in your car at any time
is great, to be sure. But you may find the benefits of leaving
the car behind even greater, as I have. I no longer have to find
parking, fret over gas prices, spend thousands of dollars per
year on insurance and maintenance or worry about someone
hitting or breaking into my car—hit and runs (160 incidents)
and theft from mortor vehicle (80 incidents) were the top
reported crimes in the Museum District between May 2020
and May 2022. Fewer cars on the street opens up more on-street
parking spots, improves air and noise pollution and helps
reduce the main culprits of climate change.

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INTEREST RATES ARE RISING..WHAT NOW?

Licensed Realtor, The Steele Group, Sotheby's International Realty

nterest rates are on the rise. The culprit? Inflation.
Rates have gone up exponentially since the start of
2022, and we're finally starting to see the impact on

buying power for some homebuyers here in Richmond.

With the Federal Reserve System’s most
recent spike of 0.75% in a single day this
June, rising interest rates seem to be all we
have to combat the almost out-of-control
inflation in our economy.

W are also starting to see this affect how
many sellers want to get into the market.
With fewer buyers buying, you see fewer
sellers selling. This is a big change since the start of the early
spring. But in truth, inventory is still very low at this time and
it continues to be a great time to list your house. There are
always individuals in need of a new home, and this seller’s

market remains strong because of it, despite interest rate hikes.

You may not be able to list your house at any number you choose
and expect it to fly off the market the same day; and you may
not receive 30 offers waiving inspection, appraisal and offering
$100,000 over asking...But with the right expectations,
accurate pricing and proper preparation, your property will
sell. The Museum District is a highly sought-after neighborhood
in Richmond and therefore holds its value. You will see less
effects of the interest rate rise here than in other neighborhoods.

Even with average interest rates dancing around 6-7%, this is not
historically high. Prior to the 2008 crash, it was not uncommon
to have an interest rate around 10% or higher. Buyers shouldn’t
be afraid to get in the game; they should just know the market
and understand their buying power. Plus, the opportunity to
refinance could be on the horizon. My advice to buyers is to be
prepared to hold onto your new property. Purchasing a home
you can settle into for a while would be a sound investment
regardless of whatever uncertainty may lie ahead. @

RVA311

RVA311is the City of Richmond's centralized format for easily reporting, filing and tracking all
resident service requests.

RVA311is a full-scale online and mobile app solution that allows residents to record service
requests directly to various government entities, including the Richmond Police Department, the
departments of Public Works, Public Utilities, Social Services and Finance, and the Department of
Planning and Development. Requests for service cover everything from pothole reports, broken
streetlights and damaged infrastructure to unlawful dumping, sanitation concerns, graffiti, aban-
doned vehicles and much more. The system is very user friendly, and even includes a FAQ section to
help with general questions about taxes, parking and other city-related functions.

To get started, residents can go to www.rva311.com and set up an account for reporting. Once
issues or complaints are filed, they can be tracked from inception, to assignment and ultimately
through to conclusion.
